· Deafblind Cymru "In Touch Wales" Befriending Project:

People with combined sight and hearing loss, can often become lonely, socially isolated and detached from their local community, if they lose contact with their family, friends or if they are unable to continue doing the hobbies and activities they enjoy.  

How can Volunteers help?

The "In Touch Wales" service aims to lessen this social isolation, by linking them with a volunteer ‘Befriender’ socially on a regular basis.  The In Touch Wales service also aims to increase independence, confidence and self-esteem, hoping to ultimately increase their quality of life. 

Volunteering for the "In Touch Wales" service involves being matched to an individual with combined sight and hearing loss, to spend a few hours with your friend doing things you both enjoy doing. When you are paired up Deafblind Cymru will look at both of your interests to ensure a successful match with some common interests. You can take them for a drink or a bite to eat, help them do some shopping, go to the local leisure centre, or simply stay in for a chat.

Deafblind Cymru will provide training and ongoing support for all their volunteers.
